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Bryan Clark, pastor of Lincoln Berean Church in Lincoln, Neb., was convicted by God that he had never faithfully 
preached biblical giving.  I�m personally to blame for those people struggling with debt (in my church).  They had 
bought into the value system of the world.  So I apologized to the congregation for not teaching on money in the past.  
This paper documents the launching of Clark�s vision for a generous church, which seeks a �culture of giving, not just a 
campaign for giving.�  This vision consists of several goals, among them a new 3,500-seat auditorium and 100 church 
plants in India.  One of the first steps in realizing this vision was to create a pastoral position called �personal     
stewardship development pastor,� whose primary responsibility is to shepherd people in their personal financial    
journeys.  Because Clark had built up trust with members of his congregation, he was able to 
preach about money to a  captivated audience.  �The churches that are not speaking the    mes-
sage of generosity are missing out.  People are not leaving since we started (preaching) this 
message; rather, they are embracing it.�  Lincoln Berean Church is an incredible example of  
people following a vision for biblical generosity, demonstrating that in order for a          suc-
cessful stewardship ministry to take place, the church must want something for its people (i.e. 
greater faith), not just something from its people (i.e. their money).   

We have certainly started the year off with a bang!!  We held American Idol Night on our first Kids' 
Night Out of the year and it was a huge success.  I�m really not sure who had more fun: the kids or the 
volunteers.  Caroline Reyher became Timberlake's first American Idol.  Kacie Kuiken, Madison Harmon, 
and Sydnee Perry followed closely behind her.  As a treat we all got to hear Caroline sing in church the 
following Sunday.  What a beautiful voice!  In Worship Rally, we have really been focusing on not hiding 
our talents but using them to glorify God - and you saw Caroline do just that.  Our kids are so talented 
and have so very much to offer Timberlake and God in so many ways.  You will be hearing and seeing a 
lot more of these wonderful kids in the months to come.  It takes a village to raise a child, so please 
encourage each one as much as possible.  Our next Kids' Night Out is Friday, February 2; 6:00-9:00pm.  
Please be sure to get your child(ren) signed up as well as yourself if you would like to volunteer.  A big 
thank you to the many volunteers that we had for American Idol Night. 
Another big thing that we have going on right now is the renovations that are taking place in our     
nursery.  Soon, we will have a large room that is just for our infants, the current nursery will be just 
for our  toddlers, and the small room between the two will be our food prep area which will also offer a 
private space for a mom to nurse.  We are so excited to see the entire nursery undergo this transfor-

mation as we begin to welcome more families with babies as well as the four new arrivals that we will soon have:  Baby Williams, 
Baby Velez, Baby Powers, and Baby Viele!   (A special thank you to Captain Rod for loving this project as much as we do!) 
As you probably already know, Worship Rally is now being held in the CLC.  We had 20 kids for Worship Rally this past Sunday!!  
Praise God for sending these kids to us so we can tell them about Him!  I have set up a table as you come into the CLC 
which holds a tremendous amount of parent information.  Please feel free to take anything that is on the table.  I have also  
provided a page that contains a week's worth of devotions that pertain to both Pastor Taylor's sermon and their Worship Rally 
lesson.  I hope that you find time throughout the week to fit in at least a couple of these devotions.  It is important that you 
spend this special time with your child and that they see you reading and studying your Bible.  Children learn from what the see. 
The children's Committee feels that our children need much more hands on involvement with mission work.   To get them 
started with this, we are taking them to Build-A-Bear to make teddy bears for our Ukraine team to take with them this year.

I  ask 
that you take time to say a special prayer about how you may be able to fit into our VBS this year.  Please pray that God guides 
your heart to do His work through VBS and that you are able to reflect Jesus to the many children who come through our doors 
searching for Him.  Please let this be in your prayers, as you are in mine.
