There is a great need for summer-weight 
clothing for the villagers in the            
Philippines.

Her dream was that the school auditorium would one day be filled 
with her friends hearing about Jesus Christ.  The day after her death, the auditorium was packed with students honoring her 
life and hearing the Gospel.  My challenge to our Youth that night was:  Are our lives impacting others for Christ...Do people see 
Jesus in us in such a way that their lives are changed...God brought forth life in other people through Staciís death and the 
movement she started is continuing at her campus to this day.
